COMMITTEE ANNOUNCEMENTS

From Curriculum & Resources Committee:

The C&RC mode subcommittee has approved the following courses as counting for the History & Culture mode.  Both will be taught in the spring, 2003.

Latin 101, Elementary Latin

Introduction to speaking, reading, and writing Latin through texts emphasizing Roman life, customs and values.  Presentation of fundamental grammatical concepts, intensive vocabulary development, study of derivation of English words from Latin roots.   (Jorg Baumgartner)

English 330, British Fiction Before 1850

Study of the development of the novel in England from its beginnings to the time of Dickens.   (Sally Jordan)

English 355, Chaucer

A comprehensive study of the writings of Chaucer, including The Canterbury Tales, Troilus and Criseyde and selected minor works, as they reflect both the man and his times.  Offered in alternate years.

SPEECH COM. 301, Studies in Free Speech

A practical and theoretical investigation of the evolution and impact of the First Amendment on American society through our political system, public discourse and communication technologies.  Students participate in free speech discussions in a debate format.

Theater 280, History of the Theater (1)

An examination of the major periods of theater history, theater architecture and conventions, and dramatic literature from fifth century B.C. Greece to mid-19th century Europe.

The Textual Analysis Mode subcommittee has approved the following courses for Textual Analysis mode requirement.

History 399 Contact and Conquest in the Americas (1) Spring

Prerequisites: History 130, 131, 141; or permission of instructor.

1492 marked the first of many meetings between Europeans and native American peoples. This seminar takes an intensive look at the remarkable encounters that occurred during the first century of European contact. Readings center on primary sources: written and pictorial records from that era that tell of meetings in the Caribbean, Mexico, Brazil, Florida and Canada. These texts require critical reading by class participants. (Kanter)

Philosophy 304, Ethics and Public Policy (1) Spring

Emphasizes ethical foundations for policy analysis. Rights, obligations, justice, autonomy, the nature of the good life: should these play a role in determining public policy, and if so, how? The interaction between ethical values and public policy in areas such as health care, law, government, foreign policy, citizenship, education and media. (Madhok) 

Religious Studies 232, Faith and Reason (1) Fall

This course explores epistemology, or the theory of knowledge, as it applies to religious belief.  What is the nature and source of religious belief, and is it irrational?  Is there more to faith than mere belief?  Is there a conflict between Christian and philosophical beliefs?  We will examine several classic answers to these questions from thinkers such as Blaise Pascal, John Locke, Karl Marx, and Sigmund Freud.

SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Andrew Bishop (Music) spent the summer as a Research Associate at the University of Michigan helping James Dapogny restore De Organizer, an opera with music by James P. Johnson and a libretto and lyrics by Langston Hughes.  Also this summer his new composition Three Elegies for the Simple Life for jazz octet was premiered at the Warren Jazz Festival on July 27.  Bishop also performed at the Petosky Jazz Festival in August with the Paul Keller Orchestra.  September marked his sixth season as a member of both the Paul Keller Orchestra and the Toledo Jazz Orchestra. 

Andrew’s “Hank Williams Project” recently performed at the Sixth Annual Ann Arbor Edgefest.  The Ann Arbor News called it "something that could make local people proud of Andrew Bishop’s great work.  He really held his own with the national and international musicians."    

Liz Brumfiel (Anthropology/Sociology) presented a talk to the New York Academy of Sciences, Anthropology Section, at the end of September.  The talk was titled,  "It's a Material World:  The Place of Archaeology in Anthropology."  Liz's colleagues Molly Mullin and Jason Antrosio were extremely generous in helping Liz prepare for the talk.

Dan Christiansen (Economics & Management) has received a contract with Houghton Mifflin to write Microeconomics with Calculus, a textbook for intermediate microeconomics.  The book should appear in print in early 2005.

Drew Christopher (Psychology) was named as a consulting editor for the Psi Chi Journal of Undergraduate Research. 

Geoff Cocks (History) will serve as chair and commentator for a panel devoted to the intersection of history and film at the Great Lakes Colleges Association Meeting in Grand Rapids on October 26.

Jim Diedrick's (English) commissioned essay, "The Fiction of Martin Amis: Patriarchy and Its Discontents," will appear this November in the book Contemporary British Fiction (Cambridge, UK: Blackwell, 2002), pp. 239-255.

Keith Havens (Aquatics Director/Swim Coach) and Tom Pitt (Accounting Manager) traveled to the mountains of North Carolina with six Albion College students and three Albion alums to compete in the Outdoorsman Triathlon, the oldest triathlon in the country.  The event consists of a mile open water swim, a 4 mile mountain road run, and an 8 mile canoe, with both individual and relay events.  Havens won the overall title, with Pitt 2nd in the 20-39 age group.  Janna Muccio '99 won the college women's class, with Kristin Brubaker '05 second, and Andrea Murphy '05 3rd.  Paul Garabelli, '02, won the collegiate men's event.  Zack Havens won the Junior event.  Albion combined with NC State for first and third in the collegiate relay, and an all-Albion team placed 2nd.  Albion students who participated in the triathlon included Sarah Borgstadt, Ginny Cangelosi, Anne Provost, Jen Bendick, Kristin Brubaker, and Andrea Murphy. 

Jon Hooks (Economics & Management) authored two books.  The first, Investment Management Guide, was published by the American Bankers Association this summer.  The second is a revision (2nd ed.) of his 1998 textbook, Economics:  Foundations for Financial Services Providers.  It will be published, also by the American Bankers Association, in late 2002.

Tom Johnson (Physical Education) and three students, Kendra Malcomnson, Amy Lewis, and Liz Groth, have been invited to Washington, D.C., on October 16th to give a two-hour presentation to the Department of Health & Human Services.  The title of the talk will be “Albion College’s Youth Sports and Skills Program 2002: Concepts, Partners, Methods and Evaluation.”  The presentation will be given to 56 Regional Directors and video broadcast to 1000 sites.

Tom and Albion College have received a grant from the NYSP to hold six sports clinics for girls between the ages of 10&16 during the 2002-2003 school year.  Clinics will be held for the girls with instructions in volleyball, tennis, swimming, softball, soccer and golf.

In addition, Tom attended a convention at Harvard University on August 12 & 13, 2002.  The presentation was on “Healthy kids in healthy schools:  Improving preserves instruction in Health Education, Physical Education, and School Health Coordination.”  Tom was the only higher education person asked to go and represent higher education.  As an outgrowth of this meeting, Tom is on a state-level task force to help improve pre-service teaching in Health and Physical Education.

Tom has been asked by the Michigan Department of Education to write the grade level kindergarten “Brain Break” document which will include over 180 classroom movement activities in each of four domains: math, science, history and language arts.  This project is designed to include grades K-5.

Tom and his student Laura Ehlers attended the Midwest AAHPERD Leadership Conference in Indiana on September 19-21, 2002.  Laura was one of only five students to attend from the State of Michigan.

The Physical Education Department has two of its students, Gwyn Kram and Laura Ehlers, attending AAHPERD’s national student leadership conference in Birmingham, Alabama, October 10-13, 2002. Only two student majors in Physical Education or Health from each state are invited to participate.

Tom and the Physical Education Department hosted this summer the NYSP program for boys and girls 10-16 years old.  Tom with the help of Dan Boggan (Albion grad.) and President Mitchell started a pilot program for boys and girls 5-9 to go along with the already established 10-16 year old program.  Albion is the only college in America offering this type of summer program for boys and girls 5-16 years old.  The program was a great success with 801 children signing up, over 650 free physicals given, and over 450 boys and girls participating.  Both parents and participants involved  said they had fun, fun, fun and learned a lot.

Sally Jordan (English) will be presenting a paper called "Madness, Melancholy, and Masculinity: The Middle-Class Readership of Gray, Cowper, and Lamb" at the annual meeting of the Northeastern American Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies in New York City, October 2002. 

Myron Levine (Sleight Professor of Political Science and Leadership Studies) traveled to the University of Glasgow in Scotland, where he presented his paper on "Government Policy and Gentrification: The Case of Prenzlauer Berg (Berlin), Germany" at the symposium on "Upward Neighbourhood Trajectories: Gentrification in a New Century."   The paper was the result of his Fulbright and Global Partners Project-funded work on urban development in the New Berlin.

Darren Mason (Mathematics), in collaboration with D. Kinderlehrer & S. Ta'asan of Carnegie Mellon University and I. Livshits of Central Arkansas University, published the paper "Reconstructing the Surface Energy of MgO From Microstructure," Interface Science, 10 (2),

The first is a paper entitled "Creating Experts and Novices in a Laboratory Community" at the Society for Social Studies of Science 2002 Annual Meeting in Milwaukee, WI.  This paper draws on his research of a university entomology lab. The second is as participant in a panel presentation entitled "Talk Isn't Cheap: The Challenges of Conference Attendance for Academics on Tight Budgets" at the National Communication Association 2002 Annual Convention in New Orleans, LA.
