Education class makes a difference in the community: DEDICATION OF CHILDREN’S BOOKS

In late April, Albion College and the greater Albion community will celebrate the donation and dedication of 283 new books to the youth collection at the Albion Public Library. 

Leveled readers help children and caregivers identify appropriate texts for their literacy levels and progress in reading fluency. Levels range from very easy books with a single focus or simple story line (Level A) to complex texts that present sophisticated concepts and intricate story lines (Level U). The task of identifying appropriate books and aligning them all to a common leveling scale was the result of hard work by Melissa Mercer and the members of her Reading and Writing in the Content Area class (Education 352). 

Exciting characteristics of this collection include a range of cultural representations and content areas. A large portion of the books are aimed at exploring the different perspectives and life experiences of members of a diverse, multicultural community such as ours. Additionally, math, science, and social studies concepts are oven into many of these books, providing extra support for learning in our schools’ curricula. 

Serving a year-round need for inviting and challenging literature for the children in this community is central to this project. These books will be housed at the Albion Public Library in order for children to have year-round access to texts that will challenge them to grow as readers.
