The American Philosophical Society (APS), the oldest learned society in North America and sponsor of Lewis and Clark’s Corps of Discovery in 1804, announces a new program of research grants in support of graduate students, post-doctoral students, and junior and senior scientists and scholars undertaking field studies for their theses or other projects.

SCOPE: The Lewis and Clark Fund encourages exploratory field studies for the collection of specimens and data and to provide the imaginative stimulus that accompanies direct observation. Applications are invited from disciplines with a large dependence on field studies, such as archeology, anthropology, astrobiology and space science, biology, ecology, geography, geology, oceanography, and paleontology, but grants will not be restricted to these fields.  Award amounts will depend on travel costs but will ordinarily be in the range of several hundred dollars up to about $5,000. 

ELIGIBILITY: Grants are available to graduate students, post-doctoral students, junior and senior scientists, and social scientists who wish to participate in field studies for their theses or for other purposes. Undergraduates are not eligible. A graduate student applicant should ask his or her academic supervisor or field trip leader to write one of the two letters of recommendation, specifying the role of the student in the field trip and the educational contribution of the trip. Budgets should be limited to travel and related expenses, including personal field equipment. U.S. nationals and others may apply. Funding will be given foreign nationals only for projects within the United States or for field studies elsewhere originating from a U.S. institution.

DEADLINE There is no deadline. Applications may be submitted at any time, and the Committee for the Lewis and Clark Fund will evaluate applications several times during the year.

SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
Jennifer Chapman (Theatre) successfully defended her dissertation and recently graduated from the University of Wisconsin/Madison.

Jennifer Cook (FURSCA) co-presented "Developing a Network of Directors of Undergraduate Research Experiences (NDURE)" on Friday, April 22, at the National Conference on Undergraduate Research held at the Virginia Military Institute/Washington & Lee University.  The chairs of this session were Mary Crowe (Xavier University of Louisiana) and Dwight Dimaculangan (Winthrop University), and other presenters were John Cavitt (Weber State Univ.), Rebecca Pyles (East Tennessee State Univ.), Karl Sienerth (Elon Univ.), Kathryn Wilson (Indiana U./Purdue U. Indianapolis), and Mark Zrull (Appalachian State Univ.). 

Deborah Kanter (History) participated in the symposium "Zacatecas in Chicago: Approaches to Mexican Transnationalism" at the University of Illinois at Chicago, May 12, 2005. She presented a paper "Chicago Catolico: Religious Life in a Transnational and Historical Context" and took part in a roundtable.  Deborah also served as a Discussant at the Newberry Library Seminar in Labor History on May 13, 2005. Deborah directed discussion of a paper called "Crossing Over: Mexican Labor and the Color Line in 1920s Chicago" by Prof. Anne M. Martinez, University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign.

Dale Kennedy and Doug White (Biology) presented a poster, “Relation of season, clutch size, and egg order to hatching failure in House Wrens,” at the joint meeting of the Wilson Ornithological Society (WOS) and the Association of Field Ornithologists, held April 21-24, in Beltsville, MD.  Dale completed a three-year term as a member of the WOS Council and was elected Second Vice President of WOS.  Doug was elected to begin a term on the WOS Council.
