From Historical & Cultural Analysis Subcommittee:

The Historical and Cultural Analysis Mode subcommittee of C&RC has approved HIS 402: The History of Western Medicine: social, cultural, and scientific perspectives, which will be offered by Yi-Li Wu in Spring 2009, to satisfy the Historical and Cultural Analysis Mode.

The History of Western Medicine meets the criteria for a Historical and Cultural Analysis Mode course.   The course is rooted in material removed from the students’ experience by historical and cultural distance.  It requires students to examine the specific historical and cultural origins of a key element of contemporary culture.  It also requires students to engage with a variety of artifacts (textual and material) from an array of cultural contexts and historical periods.

Course Number: HIS 402

Course Title: The History of Western Medicine: social, cultural, and scientific perspectives

Instructor: Yi-Li Wu



Meeting times: MW 1-2:30

Description: How and why do medical systems change?  Who and what determines what they look like in any given time or place?  These are the questions that will guide our exploration of key case histories from the history of medicine in Europe and the U.S. from the 15th  to the 20th centuries.  Topics will include: the elevation of Greek humoral medicine to the foundation of European physic, the development of anatomical study and surgery, anesthetics, germ theory, the antibiotic age, medical technology, medical specialization and professionalization, and the intersections of gender, ethnicity, and medicine. Such case studies will direct us to examine how medical systems are inevitably shaped by their historical and cultural contexts, and how medicine concurrently serves as an arena of knowledge creation, a tool of social change, an instrument of social control, a perpetuator of social inequity, and an arena for social reform.  This is a research seminar course that will ask students to participate actively in class discussion, write short papers examining themes from the course readings, and complete a semester-long research project.

Darren Mason (Mathematics & Computer Science) while on sabbatical served as visiting associate professor of mechanics from 8/07 – 6/08 in the Department of Aerospace Engineering & Mechanics at the University of Minnesota – Institute of Technology.  While in residence, Darren collaborated on the authorship of a new research monograph entitled “The Invariant Structure of Thermomechanics” with R.L. Fosdick.  He also taught courses in Statics, Dynamics, and Deformable Body Mechanics.

From 7/13/08 – 8/16/08, Darren was an invited visiting scholar at the Max Planck Institut für Eisenforschung (MPIE) in Düsseldorf, Germany.  While there, he worked with colleagues from the Microstructure Physics and Metal Forming division of MPIE and the Department of Chemical Engineering and Materials Science from Michigan State University on fundamental problems that arise in modeling microcrack/damage nucleation in textured metals. The research program is a fusion of experimental, numerical modeling, and mathematical modeling of material behavior across multiple length scales. This international and interdisciplinary project is funded by a three-year joint grant from the National Science Foundation and the Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft (German Research Foundation).

While in residence at MPIE, on July 18, 2008, Darren Mason gave the invited presentation “Modeling of Slip Transfer Across Boundaries in Polycrystalline Systems” on his independent research to the senior academic scholars of the Max-Planck Institüt.

Darren also collaborated on the invited talk “Microscale Characterization in the SEM: Electron Channeling and Diffraction for Orientation Analysis and Defect Imaging” which was presented at the Max-Planck Institut für Eisenforschung on July 18, 2008 in Düsseldorf, Germany by Prof. Martin A.
