come with Dining 
Dollars that can be 
used in place of cash 
at on campus dining 
venues. 

n  Albion 1 Card
Your student ID - 
“Albion 1 Card” 
helps with a number 
of things on campus. 
This will help you 
access your room 
and dining venues.

n  Brit Bucks
Students and 
family can also add 
‘Brit Bucks’ to an 
Albion1Card to 
be used in select 
restaurants and stores 
in town and on campus.

n  Community Assistant
Our Community Assistants (CAs) 
are your teammates for finding 
the right resources 
around campus, and 
will be happy to share 
their experience in 
navigating the Albion 
College experience.

n  Check this after attending  
your first hall meeting.

n  WI-FI
Every residential 
building has wifi 
available in rooms 
and lounges. For
